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2.6 FIELD TYPES AND INPUT METHODS

Protocols and other work in BRAAN?2 are entered as data in various fields. Most of these fields and
input methods are common throughout BRAAN2 regardless of the role of the user or the document
type. (Some field types are used only by the IRB Coordinator role when using the Meeting Manager
and are discussed in Section 5.10.) Field types and input methods are summarized in Appendix A.
Field types and input methods are explained in detail in the following sections.

2.6.1 CHECKkBOX AND CHECKBOXLIST

CheckBox and CheckBoxList fields are characterized by the presence of A or X. Users make
selections by either checking/unchecking box(es). A CheckBox field displays only one choice; while a
CheckBoxList field displays numerous choices, and users may make multiple selections.

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2.6.2 ComMBOBOX AND LISTBOX
A ComboBox field is a drop down list of selections, t ypi cally with the

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2.6.4 FILEMANAGER

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2.6.9 SUBDOCUMENT AND SUBDOCREPORT
